Montréal, le 15 novembre 2012 – Mardi soir avait lieu à Ottawa, au Centre National des Arts, le dernier concert de la 
tournée Génération 2012 de l’Ensemble contemporain de Montréal (ECM+) dirigé par Véronique Lacroix. Dernier concert 
et dernier vote ! En effet, pour la deuxième fois dans l’histoire du projet Génération, l’ECM+ invitait le public canadien à 
voter pour son œuvre favorite et à choisir le gagnant du Prix du public Génération 2012 qui recevra une bourse de 1500$ 
ainsi qu’une commande pour une oeuvre de musique de chambre qui sera jouée lors de la prochaine saison de l’ECM+.

Au cours de cette traversée du pays, près de 720 spectateurs dans huit villes ont assisté à ce concert réunissant des œuvres 
aussi différentes que brillantes d’Annesley Black, Gabriel Dharmoo, Marielle Groven et Riho Esko Maimets. Voter pour 
leur pièce favorite s’est révélé être un véritable défi pour de nombreux spectateurs tant les œuvres présentées étaient de 
haut calibre. Avec un taux de participation remarquable de 79%, le public canadien a finalement fait son choix au terme 
d’une course chaudement disputée où la pièce Beatitude du compositeur Riho Esko Maimets remporte le Prix du public 
Génération 2012.

Its subject and its effect are those of 
inner peace. Maimets is of Estonian extraction and this music is more than a little reminiscent of that of Arvo Pärt.

Montreal, November 15, 2012 – The ECM+’s Generation 2012 tour ended Tuesday night with a final concert, under 
the baton of Véronique Lacroix at the National Arts Centre, in Ottawa. Last stop, last vote! Indeed, the audience across 
Canada made a choice to crown the winner of the Generation 2012 Audience Choice Award who will receive a $1500 
prize as well as a chamber ensemble commission to be performed in the next ECM+ season.

During this cross-country eight-city tour, the 720-strong audience was presented with four very different yet brilliant 
pieces by Annesley Black, Gabriel Dharmoo, Marielle Groven and Riho Esko Maimets. The works were of such a high 
quality that, for many, choosing only one turned out to be quite challenging. With a remarkable voter turnout of 79%, 
the Canadian audience supported wholeheartedly this very tight race. In the end, Beatitude by composer Riho Esko 
Maimets is the recipient of  the Generation 2012 Audience Choice Award.
